Literacy %

The children will be following the Primary Framework objec-
tives relating to their age and ability. As part of our literacy
work we will continue to work with a wide range of texts that
include fiction, non-fiction and poetry. Our work will link
wherever possible to our school topic.

Reading
In Class Two there are many opportunities to read a variety

of books. The children may read as an individual to an adult or
as part of a group. This is known as guided reading and this
will be shown in their planner. It is important that your child
has an opportunity to read fto an adult at home. This helps
them with skills such as comprehension, fluency and
intonation.  All children enjoy being read to so please
continue with bedtime stories and sharing books. Don't forget
we have some lovely story sacks that you can borrow to share
at home.
