
Universal Infant Free School Meals

What’s it all about?
From September 2014, all children in reception, 

year 1 and year 2 in state-funded schools in 
England will receive free school meals. The aim 

is to improve academic attainment and save 
families money.

Universal free school meals for primary school 
pupils were a key recommendation in 

a recent review of school food produced 
independently for the Department for 

Education. 

The review found that, in pilots where all 
children have been given a free school dinner, 
students were academically months ahead of 

their peers elsewhere and more likely to 
eat vegetables at lunchtime instead of less 

healthy food like crisps.
